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COMPETITION RULES

1. The Malaspina Sporting Club will stage and organize the 30th International Malaspina Trophy, under the Italian Swimming Federation (F.I.N.) rules on an international basis.  

2. All participating swimmers must be regular members of the invited teams and must be in possession of a membership card issued by their local federation.


3. The competition will be staged in the Malaspina Sporting Club swimming pool (50 m x 8 lanes) - Via dello Sport 1, 20090 San Felice - Milano – on the 26th of June, 2010.
The program will begin with the qualifying races at 9.00 a.m. and end with the finals at 4: 00 p.m.. The swimming pool will be available 1 hour before the starting time for the swimmers to warm up.

5. All races will follow the sequence:

· Female / Male

· Beginners  Intermediate  Juniors  Open

6. At the end of the qualifying races for Breaststroke there will be a one hour break to allow for a “Youth Trophy” reserved to Beginners born 1999/2000 (male) and 2000/2001 (female) – with separate rules. At the end of this break the competition will resume with the Backstroke and Butterfly qualifying races.

7. Each of the visiting foreign team may enter a maximum of 10 swimmers who may participate in a maximum of 3 races. The visiting Italian teams may enter 30 athlete-race, each athlete will perform a maximum of 2 races, relay excluded.

8. The Relay 4x50 Medley Open, female and male, will take place at the end of the finals for the individual races.

9. During the competition only ONE START will be valid.

10. The points allocated for each race will be 9 – 7 – 6 – 5 – 4 – 3 - 2 –1, corresponding to the position from the 1st to the 8th and are valid for the team's final score.

11. The first three places in each category will be rewarded with a medal. The overall Winning team will be awarded with the Trophy. The first three teams will receive a price.

12. The registration form (available on line on the site www.sportinlinea.it) together with the names and qualifying times of the athletes may be submitted on-line at the following address: croma@sportinlinea.it   no later than 31th of May, 2010. 

13. The subscription cost is 150€ for each team.

14. A direct final will be organized if the number of athletes is insufficient to perform preliminary heats.

15. The organizer will be not liable for any eventuality that may occur to the participants, team leaders, managers, third parties or materials either before, or during and after the competition.

16. The technical regulations of the Italian Swimming Federation (F.I.N.) will be applied for any other item eventually not mentioned in the above competition rules.
